"I
spy something that
is orange."

Have your child help
with laundry by
pairing clean socks.

Go outside and
smell all the flowers
you see.

Describe your
favorite animal.
Encourage your
child to do the
same.

Sing while washing
your hands. “This is
the way we wash
our hands…”

Go outside and
read on a blanket.

Draw a picture of
your family and
write their names.

It's ok to have quiet
playtime! Babies
need time to think,
too.

Roll the ball to each
other and count the
times you “catch” it.

Let your child paint
on a warm sidewalk
with water and a
paintbrush. Where
does the water go?

Name everyone in
your family.
